SIN:  Romans 1:1 – 3:20 

* Wrath of God being revealed (1:18) 

   Exchange the truth for a lie (1:25) 

   Penalty for perversion (1:27) 

   God gave them over to a depraved mind (1:28) 

* God’s righteous judgment (2:2) 

   Unrepentant heart stores up wrath (2:5) 

   No one righteous (3:10) 

   By the law we become conscious of sin (3:20) 

 

SALVATION:  Romans 3:20 – 5:21 

   Righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ (3:22) 

* All have sinned (3:23) 

   Jesus is the sacrifice of atonement (3:25) 

* Abraham believed God (4:3) 

   The promise comes by faith (4:13) 

   Peace with God (5:1) 

   Suffering produces perseverance; perseverance, character and character, hope (5:3-4) 

* Justified by His blood, saved from God’s wrath (5:9) 

   Sin reigned in death, so grace might reign through righteousness to bring eternal life through  

      Jesus Christ our Lord (5:21) 

 

SANCTIFICATION:  Romans 6:1 – 8:39 

   Dead to sin, alive in Christ (6:11) 

* Wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus (6:23) 

* Struggling with sin (7:15-20) 

   The answer to the struggle (7:24-25) 

   No condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus (8:1) 

   Minds set on what the Spirit desires (8:5) 

   Share in Christ’s sufferings, share in His glory (8:17) 

   Hope of salvation (8:24-25) 

   Spirit intercedes (8:26-27)
